Oakdale Elementary wants to make sure every family is aware of the “Free and Reduced Meals
Program” available here at school for two very important reasons.

1. If you qualify, your child could receive school lunch for free or at a reduced price. In
addition, your child could qualify for free breakfast.

2. Some school funding is based on the number of students who have completed the
application form and qualify for the “Free and Reduced Meals Program.” Even if your
child does not eat school lunch the school can still receive additional funding if you
qualify for the program. Most of this additional funding goes to “buy” more classroom
teachers, which lowers class size.

*The information on the form is private and will only be seen by limited school officials.
There are three ways to obtain an application form for the “Free and Reduced Meals Program”:

= Stop by the school and pick one up in the main office

= Call the school secretary (702-8500) or school social worker (702-8506) and request one
be sent home with your child or in the mail

“School Meals” section on the left hand side and download the application from our
website (requires Adobe Acrobat Reader)
